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Director’s Report October 2014.
The Moray Firth Trout Initiative held a Trout Day in Inverness which was well attended by anglers and managers. Details of the event can be viewed on the website.
The Wild Fisheries Review report was published in October and can be downloaded from the website.  This is very much the start of a process, leading to the review and restructuring of fishery management in Scotland.  Rivers and Fisheries Trusts Scotland and the Association of Fisheries Boards have set up a working group to look at voluntary measures to implement some review recommendations.
Plans are progressing for the upgrading of Contin Hatchery.  A first meeting has taken place with SSE engineers to view hatchery troughs and discuss hatchery layout.
preparations have been made for this year's broodstock collection and stripping
Projects / research
Data entry is well underway for this year's electro-fishing projects and reports supplied for contract work at Allt na Caorach
The Allt Graad Radio-tracking project is ongoing.  A total of 11 fish were tagged and their movements will be followed until after spawning.
 More information has been supplied to RAFTS to support a funding bid for further invasive species work
A  bid is being prepared with Forestry Commission Scotland and partners in Sweden, Norway, Finland and Ireland for a Northern Periphery Project. This project would involve large scale restoration of native riparian woodland in the Cromarty Firth region as well as improving forestry practice in relation to fresh water pearl mussels and fisheries.
